The minutes of the previous meeting were read and approved. 
¶ Clerk: A list of members to be removed from the active member list was read and approved. Those 
names are: Larry Blankenship, Robert Eaton, Tahlia Eaton, Robert Hughes, Shari Hughes, Gaylene Knoke, 
Daniel Morrison, Dianne Morrison, Renie Ruhr, Bobbee Russell, Peggy Studley.

Meeting of the Congregation for January 26th. MSA 

¶ Pastor Robyn: The confirmation class is progressing, and planned confirmation Sunday is January 12. 
Two of the confirmands desire baptism.  Session will have a called meeting on January 11 to meet with 
the confirmands and approve the baptisms. 

¶ Finance: The November financial report was approved. MA. The 2020 budget is being revised and the 
Terms of Call and 2020 budget will have an email vote before the 31st of December.

¶ New Business: The Cello Society has requested the use of the sanctuary for their spring concert again 
this year. The concert will be May 1, 2020. A motion was heard to welcome the Cello Society again to 
CPC. MSA.
